School Teachers, 1st and 2nd grade students, parents, Master Gardeners, The Ore-

gon Youth Conservation Corps and other volunteers in cooperation with Oregon

Parks and Recreation Department and the Friends of Yaquina Lighthouses. Since

2005, Lincoln County Master Gardeners have assisted students with planting and
harvesting. Funding is dedicated to the garden itself and to a small school green-

house for starting seedlings, school scientific and educational equipment and bus
transportation. The garden is meant to re -create what may have been a small
scale garden at this and other lighthouses used by early lighthouse keepers and

their families as a partial source of self -sufficiency. The selection is based on re-
search of |l ocal c¢crops grown in the
Light house. This yearsd crops include
three vegetable plants with such names as Tennis Ball Lettuce and Egyptian Walk-
ing Onion. Mike Rivers, Park Ranger Supervisor, initiated the garden project in
1994 and 1995 with help from a local student, Andy Hall and his family. Hall re-
turned to the project as a contractor in
wall, leveled the ground and constructed a heritage style picket fence. The har-
